The National Health and Nutrition Examination
Survey (NHANES) is a program of studies
designed to assess the health and nutritional
status of adults and children in the United States.
The survey is unique in that it combines interviews
and physical examinations.

The Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System
(BRESS) is the world’s largest, on-going telephone
health survey system, tracking health conditions
and risk behaviors in the United States yearly
since 1984. Currently, data are collected monthly
in all 50 states, the District of Columbia, Puerto
Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands, and Guam. The
BRFSS is a state-based system of health surveys
that collects information on health risk behaviors,
preventive health practices, and health care
access primarily related to chronic disease and
injury.

Tracks the prevalence of behavioral risk factors.
Core questionnaire allows comparisons between
states. Ohio specific topics: cancer control and
prevention, smoking programs, safety belt, binge
drinking, diabetes, oral health, arthritis, health care
for the elderly, physical

activity, sexual activity, and folic acid use for
prevention of birth defects.

The Medical Expenditure Panel Survey (MEPS) is
a set of large-scale surveys of families and
individuals, their medical providers, and employers
across the United States. MEPS is the most
complete source of data on the cost and use of
health care and health insurance coverage.
