
The Bike & Hike Trail 

follows the course of

the old Akron, Bedford

& Cleveland Railroad,

from Hudson Drive in

Stow north to Route 8

in Boston Heights. The

ABC interurban (or “Alphabet

Railroad”) carried riders from

Akron to Cleveland’s Public

Square in about 21⁄2 hours 

for the price of 50 cents.

Service on the railroad line

was discontinued in 1932. East

of Route 91 in Munroe Falls,

the path parallels a scenic 

section of the Cuyahoga River,

where great blue herons and

Canada geese can be seen.

South of Boston Mills Road 

in Boston Heights, the Sharon

Conglomerate rock walls of

the Boston Ledges rise along

the trail.
